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Course objectives: The general aim of the course is to teach the biological, clinical and surgical principles of diseases associated with general surgery. During this internship, students will be provided with basic information on surgical diseases of the gastrointestinal system, hepatopancreaticobiliary system and endocrine system, wound healing, asepsis-antisepsis, fluid-electrolyte balance, shock and surgical techniques.
Learning Outcomes and Sub-Skills: 
Our student who has successfully completed this course,

1. Knows the etiology, clinical signs and symptoms of benign and malign surgical diseases of the gastrointestinal system, endocrine system, hepatopancreaticobiliary system. Can make a pre-diagnosis and learns the tests that should be requested and how to interpret the results of the examination. Knows the indications for surgery. Recognizes the names of surgical procedures and possible complications.

2. Learns how to approach the patient in emergency situations involving general surgery and knows what to do during emergency intervention.

3. Defines, diagnoses and treats common electrolyte disorders.

4. Learns asepsis-antisepsis and participates in sterile operations in the operating room.

5. Acquires the skills of inserting / removing nasogastric catheter, inserting / removing urinary catheter, dressing and simple suturing to  the patient.
Brief description of the course: Information is given about the gastrointestinal system, endocrine system, hepatopancreaticobiliary system's benign and malign surgical diseases, approach to the patient in surgical emergencies, wound healing, fluid-electrolyte therapy and shock.
Teaching Methods and Techniques: The lectures are taught by the lecturer, but classroom discussion and active participation of the student in the lecture are provided. Some of the courses are bedside clinical practices, where the theoretical knowledge learned in the course is transformed into practice on the patient in the polyclinic and clinic under the supervision of faculty members and lecturers.
