Brief description of the course: This course gives the brief introduction about basic sypmtomotology and physical examination of thorax.Also help to get differential diagnosis of pulmonary dşisease from syptoms to radiology.The course make attendents to give primary level treatmen ability of pulmonary airway and infectios diseases.Aim to have first line evaluation of spirometry and arterial blood gas analyisis.

Teaching Methods and Techniques 
Although courses are narrated by instructor, discussion and class participation are provided to the students. A part of the courses is “Laboratory practices” that turn the theoretical knowledge learned in the course into practice.
