Course Objectives: 

The course focuses on the contribution of Medicine to the Legal System. The principles and techniques of necropsy used in order to determine the origin and mechanism of death are the main topics of the course. The principles and techniques used in the fields of Forensic Toxicology, Fingerprint Examination, Ballistics and Forensic Genetics in order to determine and identify the crime, the perpetrator and the victim are also covered.
