Course objectives: To inform medical faculty students about common skin diseases, to enable them to easily recognize these diseases, to treat them and to make the necessary guidance.

Learning Outcomes and Sub-Skills: Our students who have successfully completed this internship,
1. At the end of this internship, students; Define the skin structure and elemental lesions, classify common bacterial, parasitic, fungal and viral diseases of the skin, make the diagnosis and treatment
2. Identifies, treats acne vulgaris and rosacea and directs when necessary. Identify and treat allergic and inflammatory diseases
3. Identify and direct the common benign and malignant tumors of the skin. Identify and treat papular, scaly and bullous diseases of the skin, and direct them when necessary,
4. Identify common pediatric dermatoses, treat them and guide as needed
5. Identify common cutaneous drug reactions, take the necessary precautions and direct them.
6. Identifies, treats and directs when necessary the patient with hair loss.
7. Identifies, treats and directs patients with vitiligo when necessary. Knows approach to patients with pigmented lesions, recognizes suspicious lesions and directs them.
8. Knows the approach to patients with itching, diagnoses, treats and directs when necessary.

Teaching Methods and Techniques: The lectures are taught by the lecturers, classroom discussions and student participation are ensured.
Lesson topics are reinforced with practical application on the patient.

Prerequisite: None

Course Content: Theoretical lectures include anatomy, physiology, pharmacological information in terms of anesthesia, as well as clinical approach to anesthesia.
